The Passion narrative refers to the accounts in the four
canonical Gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John) detailing
the final days of Jesus Christ, including his entry into
Jerusalem, the Last Supper, agony in the garden, arrest, trial,
crucifixion, and burial. It is central to Christian theology,
emphasizing themes of sacrifice, redemption, and the
fulfillment of Old Testament prophecy.
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
